How God has been working in our Group:

It has been a joy to see how God has been growing disciples within our youth. This has been with young people from church families as well as those from outside the church community. This work is strongly linked with Kenilworth Youth for Christ who regularly run lunchtime clubs at Kenilworth School and events like Catalyst. As a result of this we are seeing a few young people come from school to youth cafe and to youth weekends away.
